Environmental Update – John Fronko 


 


• Issue/Event: External Environmental Performance Assessment System (EPAS) inspections. 


Background: Every three years NGB conducts an external EPAS audits on a 


percentage of PAARNG facilities to identify environmental compliance issues that 


require correction. 


Next Step: EPAS audit is rescheduled March 8-12, 2021. BEM will be completing pre-audit visits in the 


preceding months to ready them for inspection. 


 


• Issue/Event: Perfluoro-octane Sulfonate (PFOS) or fire-fighting foam study. 


Background: The NGB has contracted for studies (testing) for the levels of PFOS at 


ARNG facilities across the country that have had PFOS releases over the years. 


Governor Wolf has established a PFOS Action Team to address the issue within the 


State. BG Regan is the DMVA representative. The EPA drinking water action level for 


PFOS is 70 ppt (parts-per-trillion). FTIG: PFOS was historically used. Field work (soil and ground water 


sampling) was conducted the summer of 2019. The final report has been received, sent to DEP, identifying two 


sites: one around the airfield and the other by the fire station where further site investigation will be conducted in 


the future. 


Next Step: New sampling of drinking water wells for PFOS was conducted the summer of 2020 at FTIG, New 


Milford and Williamstown. All results were below the EPA drinking water action levels.  


 


• Issue/Event: Spotted Lanternfly (SLF) in Pennsylvania. 


Background: The SLF is native to Asia, came to Berks county PA in a shipment of 


landscaping stone from China five years ago. It is considered an invasive pest and 


impacts crops and trees. The Governor has quarantined 13 counties in PA and has asked 


all agencies and citizens to act to control these pests.  


Please report any SLF sightings to the Invertebrate Section on the second floor of 26-151. Phone# is 2949.  You 


can also email MV, DMVA-BADBUG (RA-MVMV001@pa.gov) with sighting information. 


Next Step: SLF is increasing in numbers and range. Management (spraying/trapping) and survey work continued 


this summer at FTIG and at Readiness Centers in the impacted counties. DMVA received another grant ($100k) 


from the PA Department of Agricultural to address SLF at DMVA facilities.

Next Step: 


✓ FTIG Water: 


▪ NGB asked that PAARNG to get above 70% of scope of the 1390/91 (25K LF) 


▪ RFP went out on 28AUG2020, bids are due 23NOV2020. 


▪ Working on 86R with NGB for Federal funds. MAJ Hunsaker is requesting a copy of the NEPA 


before funds can be requested. NEPA is currently under review with NGB. 


 


✓ TISA Solar-Geothermal: 


▪ FY20 Project approved to move forward per LTC Mire during conference call. 


▪ PA-ARNG will execute under USPFO 


▪ DA Memo received from NGB. Working on draft MCCA and USPFO RFP Document. 


 


•  Issue/Event: 3 MW Renewable Energy Limit 


           Background: Met-Ed has limit of 3 MW and FTIG has almost a 7 MW capability. 


✓ 9 APR 20 discussed issue during GreenGov Utility Management Focus group call. 


Council noted that they recognize the issue and will be following up with departments to determine which   


ones have or will have with the mandate. 


✓ 18 MAY 20- DMVA had a call with the GreenGov Council, PUC, Dept of Corrections, DGS, and PSEIF 


presenting concerns and issues with limit & to determine what other agencies have or will have issues 


with the limit. 


✓ 10 JUN 20 Communications between Joseph Sherrick, Dusty Durand, Marc Ferraro, and Todd Reed 


occurred, establishing the steps that can be taken to allow the PA ARNG to get an exemption from the 


limit. 


✓ 13 JUL 20 Second Solar Barrier meeting with GreenGov council, DOC, PSFEI, PUC, and other agencies. 


✓ 13 AUG 20 Proposed AEPS amendment language sent to Dusty Durand. 


✓ 2 SEP 20 Presented language to PSFEI for review and input. 


✓ 4 SEP 20 Revised language reviewed by DMVA staff and PSFEI 


Next Step: Solar language was included on Senate Bill No. 1350. Awaiting final approval by Gov Wolf. 


Mr. Ferraro briefed that the language was signed into law by the Governor when he approved the budget.  DMVA 


can no exceed the cap and can proceed with bringing all systems on line and plan for future project.  


 


 


Real Estate Update – John Verscharen 


 


Commonwealth Real Estate Acquisitions – Project approved and in Progress: 


• Issue/Event: Acquisition of New Castle Property for Future FMS & RC in Lawrence County. 


 


Background: DMVA – OFE is working to acquire a 26-acre tract (approx..) with an existing USAR maintenance 


repair facility in New Castle PA to eventually replace the existing FMS and RC in the area.  The Phase I ESA, Phase 


II ESA and appraisal have been completed.  The commonwealth has offered to purchase the property for $890,000 


and the offer was accepted by the owner.  The Agreement of sale was fully executed on 10/19/2020; DMVA has 120 


days (Until approx. 02/19/2021) to complete any due diligence inspections. 


 


Next Step: Mr. Ferraro plans to have the existing lease agreement with the USAR terminated and replaced with a 


sharing MOA that delegates the various rights and fiscal responsibilities at the site.  The sit is to have an ASC of SCS 


in PRIDE (100% fed) and DMVA will receive sustainment.  Need to work out the logistics and details of how and 


when the agreement is to be terminated with USACE, USAR and DGS.   







Mr Ferraro stated he is still waiting on a decision from the USAR.  If they don’t agree to cost sharing than the lease 


will be implemented and the USAR will continue to pay for use of the facility. 


Commonwealth Real Estate Acquisitions – Under consideration and review: 


• Issue/Event: Consideration of accepting the “Margiotti” FTIG inholding property as a donation to the 


commonwealth from the Ward Burton Wildlife Foundation (WBWF). 


 


Background: The 12.66-acre wooded parcel with a 1388 sq.ft. single family dwelling was acquired using 


federal ACUB funding; However the Ward Burton Wildlife Foundation have presented the offer to donate the 


property to the Commonwealth of PA.  They have forwarded a request for legal guidance/instructions/evaluation to 


the attorneys at NGB but have not received any feedback.  Mr. Weisnicht has forwarded a copy of the federal law that 


his ACUB partners feel addresses some of their concerns.  DMVA Chief Counsel has completed and forwarded a 


memo that lays out the specific land acquisition authority for the commonwealth so that it can be provided to NGB for 


them to determine its adequacy.  Tom Inge responded that the commonwealth would still be needed to have another 


separate entity “hold” the easement. 


 


Next Step: NGB legal council is reviewing the memo that states the commonwealth’s acquisition authority to 


determine its acceptability under the provisions of the ACUB program. 


 


• Issue/Event: Acquisition of the Cramer FTIG inholding properties for acquisition. 


 


Background: DMVA – OFE is working to acquire two adjacent parcels totaling 21.34-acres; one with an existing 


single-family residence, the other is vacant timberland.  The original total appraised value of $530,00 was agreed 


upon financially; however the sellers are currently having their attorney review the other terms of the draft legal 


sales agreement and have not executed. 


 


Next Step: Once the AOS is fully executed, the commonwealth will have 120 days to execute any due-diligence 


items that we deem necessary and appropriate (survey/Phase I ESA). Settlement will then take place within 90 days 


from completion or waiver of due diligence items. 


 


DMVA – OFE - Facility Disposals: 


• Issue/Event: Plains Township Readiness Center- Wilkes-Barre Highway 315 RC (Federal Facility) 


 


Background: The USAR facility was deemed to be no longer needed. However, there is a reversionary interest to 


the federal government (GSA). The IU 18 school and the Department of Education, through the GSA have 


completed the sales transaction and the main facility is no longer under DMVA jurisdiction. 


Next Step: The separate .40-acre lot placed was out for private sector bidding and we were informed that a 


successful bid was received. No further action is needed by DMVA, GSA will notify us when the conveyance 


deeds are full executed, and the sit is no longer on our books. 


 


• Issue/Event: Coraopolis / CSMS West Disposal 


 


Background: Facility pending disposal due to replacement facility construction. Due to the lengthy 


disposal/legislative process, preparation is now underway to disposal of this facility through DGS. The property 


appraisal was returned with an indicated value of $700,000 and the Phase I ESA has now been completed. 


The GSRE-45 that formally requests disposal through DGS has been completed. 


Next Step: Legislation has been approved to dispose of the facility through DGS’s eMarketplace competitive 


bidding process. 


 







• Issue/Event: West Pittston Reversion to DMVA and Disposal 


Background: DGS & PFBC has informed us that their Board of Commissioners voted to return the facility back 


to DMVA on April 10, 2020. Physical hand-off occurred on May 14th. DMVA leadership has informed DGS that 


we request the immediate disposition of the facility through the competitive bidding process. The property 


appraisal was returned with an indicated value of $180,000 and the Phase I ESA has now been completed.  The 


GSRE-45 that formally requests disposal through DGS has been completed. 


Next Step: Legislation has been approved to dispose of the facility through DGS’s eMarketplace competitive 


bidding process. 


 


DMVA – Veteran’s Affairs – Facility Disposals: 


• Issue/Event: Hollidaysburg Veterans Home Excess Land Subdivision and Sale 


Background: In compliance with the governor’s office instructions to identify and dispose of excess property no 


longer needed for state operations; DMVA identified two separate tracts at the Hollidaysburg Veterans Home that are no 


longer needed for current or future operations.  The two tracts; one totaling 111.36-acres appraised at $1,500,000 and the 


other totaling 13.63-acres appraised at $280,000 have been professionally surveyed and subdivided into separate parcels 


ready to be sold.  Income derived from this sale will be returned to the PA general fund; however, DMVA – OVA will be 


reimbursed for the expenses relating to preparing these parcels for sale. 


Next Step: The legislation has approving these parcels for disposal through DGS’s eMarketplace competitive 


bidding process has been approved and now just awaits the governor's final approval.  Upon final approval they will be 


placed out for bid and sold to the highest responsible bidder.

Environmental Update – John Fronko 


 


• Issue/Event: The PAARNG had a successful NGB External Environmental Audit. In 2021 NGB received 100% 


funding for this audit so more than 55 facilities were assessed at FTIG and across the state by eleven different teams. 


Background: Every 3 years the PAARNG receives an NGB External Environmental Audit. In 2021 NGB was 


100% funded so more 55 facilities at FTIG and across the state were assessed by eleven different teams. 


Next Step: All findings are captured in an NGB database and addressed thru a state corrective action plan. The 


BEM Planning Division manages these findings as part on an ongoing process. No major serious findings were 


discovered during this audit. 


 


✓ Issue/Event: Confined Space PIM needed reviewed and updated so a standardized program for confined space 


identification operation at the BVH would be established. 


Background: PA DMVA OA had created a PIM IAW OSHA and AIPP requirements, but it wasn’t applicable to 


all PA DMVA facilities. In addition to updating the PIM OSHA and AIPP require confined space inventories to 


be prepared, assessed and protocols created for those areas. 


Next Step: Continue to prepare confined space surveys, with the priority on the VA Homes and then provide 


subsequent confined space training for those facilities. 


 


✓ Issue/Event: Perfluoro-octane Sulfonate (PFOS) or fire fighting foam study. 


Background: The NGB has contracted for studies (testing) for the levels of PFOS at ARNG facilities across the 


country that have had PFOS releases over the years. 


Governor Wolf has established a PFOS Action Team to address the issue within the state, BG Regan is the 


DMVA representative. The EPA drinking water action level for PFOS is 70 ppt (parts-per-trillion). 


Next Step: FTIG: Site Investigation completed and accepted by DEP. Waiting funding from NGB to proceed with 


a Remedial Investigation (est. Summer 2022) to further investigate three areas around the airfield. Johnstown: A 


work plan for a Site Investigation is to be contracted by NGB this calendar year. 


✓ Issue/Event: Spotted Lanternfly (SLF) in Pennsylvania. 


Background: The SLF is native to Asia, came to Berks county PA in a shipment of 


landscaping stone from China five years ago. It is considered an invasive pest and 


impacts crops and trees. The Governor has quarantined 13 counties in PA and has asked 


all agencies and citizens to act to control these pests.  


Next Step: SLF management and survey work has been on-going at FTIG and at Readiness Centers in the 


impacted counties. A fact sheet with general guidance and appropriate control methods will be released soon 


across the agency. Please report any SLF sightings to the email address RA-MVMV001@pa.gov (MV, DMVA-

Real Estate Update – John Verscharen 


Commonwealth Real Estate Acquisitions – Under consideration and review: 


• Issue/Event: Acceptance of the “Margiotti” FTIG inholding property as a donation to the commonwealth from the 


Ward Burton Wildlife Foundation (WBWF). 


 


Background: The 12.66-acre wooded parcel with a 1388 sq.ft. single family dwelling was acquired using federal 


ACUB funding; However, the Ward Burton Wildlife Foundation have presented the offer to donate the property 


to the Commonwealth of PA.  The SAB has approved conditional acceptance of the property.  DMVA Chief 


Counsel has completed and forwarded a memo to NGB that lays out the specific land acquisition authority for the 


commonwealth for them to determine its adequacy.  On 03/16/2021 a teleconference was held with all affiliated 


parties to discuss acceptable COA’s.  NGB’s general impression is that a donation will be able to proceed; 


however, several details still need to be worked out with regard to the specific conveyance deed language. 


 


Current:   DMVA Chief Counsel is working with NGB counsel and WBWF to resolve the issue of how and to 


whom the required restrictive covenant will be conveyed to ensure that usage of the property remains in 


compliance with federal ACUB requirements. 


 


Next Step:  Once the transaction details have been agreed to by all parties, a new deed can be drafted, executed 


and recorded, legally conveying ownership to the Commonwealth through the SAB.   


 


• Issue/Event: Possible acquisition of the “Raynes” parcel from the current estate’s owners. 


 


Background: DMVA Environmental/ACUB have referred to OFE a potential commonwealth acquisition of a 59-


acre parcel that borders FTIG’s western border.  The parcel contains a portion of the “Horseshoe Trail”, a public 


trail that crosses a large portion of the commonwealth.  An inquiry to Chief Counsels Office revealed that there 


shouldn’t be any undue legal concerns with the commonwealth acquiring part of the trail.  DMVA/OFE has 


spoken to the Executrix of her father’s estate, Ms. Judy Kaiser and explained the commonwealth acquisition 


process. 


 


Current:  After consultation with other family members, Ms. Kaiser stated that it was her deceased father’s wish 


that the property be conveyed to the Manada Conservancy.  A commonwealth acquisition option is being held in 


reserve in case a conservancy transaction cannot be executed for some reason. 


 


Next Step: Dependent on circumstance.  If the conservancy transaction is fully realized, no further action is 


required by DMVA.  Either way, this adjacent property will be protected from further development. 


 


DMVA – Targeted Acquisition Areas 


• Targeted Location Area:  Erie Metropolitan Area  


Status:  Mr. Ferner has instructed that a property scouting trip be organized and scheduled for July to have the 


various DMVA professionals view several possible acquisition sites to determine their suitability and rank them 


according to preference 


• Targeted Location Area:  Philadelphia / Southeastern Pennsylvania  


Status:  Current legislation, SB292, has a line-item allocation for $33,000,000 for the purpose of “acquisition of 


land and or facilities to build or renovate buildings for a new readiness center”.  However, historically, the 







availability of suitable sites with a minimum of fifteen acres that do not suffer from significant negative functional 


or environmental conditions are extremely rare in this area and are seldom seen on the open market.  It may be 


necessary to engage local legislators to assist in identifying possible sites currently owned by the city or local 


municipalities that could be repurposed for PAARNG use. 


DMVA – OFE - Facility Disposals: 


• Issue/Event: West Pittston Reversion to DMVA and Disposal 


 


Update: DGS & PFBC has informed us that their Board of Commissioners voted to return the facility back to 


DMVA on April 10, 2020.  Physical hand-off occurred on May 14th.  DMVA leadership then requested from 


DGS the immediate disposition of the facility through the competitive bidding process. The property appraisal 


was returned with an indicated value of $ 180,000 and a Phase I ESA was completed.  Legislation has been 


approved to dispose of the facility.  DMVA has been approached by West Pittston Borough Council with a 


request for a $1.00 direct conveyance of the facility to them for use in a local flood management project.  On 


02/23/2021 DMVA leadership notified the borough that a $1.00 conveyance is not in compliance of PA statutes, 


and we cannot agree to their proposed terms.  However, DMVA is willing to discuss appropriate compensation in 


order to support their flood mitigation efforts.  Ms. Quinn has acknowledged receipt of DMVA’s response 


Next Step: DMVA senior leadership is currently discussing options with the borough in coordination with the 


Legislative Liaison's office.  If a mutually acceptable agreement can be reached, direct conveyance legislation will 


need to be drafted, approved and enacted. 


 


• Issue/Event: Connellsville FMS Disposal 


 


Update:  The planned relocation of the FMS activities preformed at this location to the new CSMS West site has 


resulted in a preliminary determination of it being surplus to the needs of the military; pending disposal.  The 


middle portion of the site is currently occupied by PennDOT.  Mr. Ferraro has reached out to PennDOT to 


determine their interest in accepting the transfer of the remainder of the site currently occupied by DMVA.  


PennDOT leadership has agreed to the future transfer. 


Next Step: When we are closer to the completion of the new CSMS West, an Interagency Land Transfer MOU 


agreement will be drafted and executed between the two agencies to formalize the transfer. 


 


• Issue/Event: Coraopolis / CSMS West Disposal 


Update: The facility is currently pending disposal due to replacement facility construction.  Due to the lengthy 


disposal / legislative process, preparation is now underway to request the disposal of this facility through DGS.  


The property appraisal was returned with an indicated value of $ 700,000 and the Phase I ESA has now been 


completed. The GSRE-45 that formally requests disposal through DGS has been submitted.  A detailed title 


analysis has been completed by DGS confirming the current legal description.  Mr. Durand has updated that 


Senate Bill 274 has been prepared and is currently working its way through the Pennsylvania legislature for its 


eventual passing. 


Next Step: Once legislation is passed and the new CSMS West facility at the airport is fully constructed, DGS 


will proceed with the disposal through the on-line competitive biding process.  Upon a successful conveyance, the 


proceeds from the sale will be deposited into STAF. 


 


DMVA – Veteran’s Affairs – Facility Disposals: 


• Issue/Event: Hollidaysburg Veterans Home Excess Land Subdivision and Sale 


Background: In compliance with the governor’s office instructions to identify and dispose of excess property no 


longer needed for state operations; DMVA identified two separate tracts at the Hollidaysburg Veterans Home 


that are no longer needed for current or future operations.  The two tracts; one totaling 111.36-acres appraised at 


$1,500,000 and the other totaling 13.63-acres appraised at $280,000 have been professionally surveyed and 







subdivided into separate parcels ready to be sold.  Income derived from this sale will be returned to the PA 


general fund; however, DMVA – OVA will be reimbursed for the expenses relating to preparing these parcels 


for sale. The legislation approving these parcels for disposal through DGS’s eMarketplace competitive bidding 


process has been approved.  However, while preparing the final invitation to bid, DGS realized the need to 


address an expired DGS lease of the electrical sub-station on the property to be conveyed prior to release.  They 


have elected to grant a formal easement in the new deed instead of renewing the previous lease agreement.  


Additional survey work has been completed to detail a new legal description and the agreement has been 


presented to First Energy for review.  Currently waiting for their legal review to proceed. 


 


Next Step: First energy will approve the easement and then DGS will prepare the official invitation to bids for 


release to the general public to begin the sale process.

SUBJECT: Facility Naming Request – The Martz Family (MSG Sally Martz and SFC 
Gary Martz) 
 
 
1. References: 
 
 a. Army Regulation 1-33, The Army Memorial Program, 25 Oct 18 
 
 b. TAGPA Guideline – Memorial Programs (Naming of Pennsylvania National 
Guard Facilities) 
 
2. On 13 Apr 2021, the Memorialization Board met to review a request to name a road, 
avenue or minor structure in honor of the Martz family.  
 
3. Five board members - LTC Daneen Hutton, Lt Col Donald O’Shell, LTC Michael 
Siriani, MAJ Nathaniel Lantz, and MAJ Guy Smith were present and voted unanimously 
to disapprove this request. It is the Board’s recommendation that the State Armory 
Board disapprove this request.  
 
4. During discussions for consideration of this request, board members referred to AR 
1-33. Paragraph 1-1 Purpose, states “The Army Memorial Program was established to 
provide a permanent, lasting honor to deceased Department of the Army (DA) military 
and civilian personnel who served with valor or distinction.” The regulation does provide 
for dedication of facilities to living individuals, however the approval authority lies with 
the Secretary of the Army (SECARMY), see paragraph 2-2b. and Table 2-1a. 
 
5. The board reviewed The Adjutant General’s guidance and policy on naming facilities. 
Paragraph 3 of TAGPA guidance provides the following criteria for appropriate 
namesakes of facilities: 
 


a. Medal of Honor recipients 
 
b. Personnel killed in action (KIA) and decorated for gallantry 
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c. Personnel not KIA but rare examples of conspicuous record of military service 


with major enduring accomplishments comparable to Medal of Honor recipients and KIA 
decorated for gallantry 


 
e. Personnel with national or commonwealth historical fame 


 
6. This recommendation in no way detracts from the significant contributions and 
sacrifices made by the Martz family throughout their years of military service. However, 
this request does not meet the criteria published in AR 1-33 intended to be applied to 
deceased individuals, or approval at the SECARMY for living individuals. Additionally, 
the admirable contributions of the Martz family do not fulfill the criteria established by 
the TAGPA Memorial Programs policy and guidance.

2.   The magnitude of personal and professional sacrifices that the Martz family have 
made over their combined 70 years of service to the Pennsylvania Army National Guard 
should come with acknowledgement and honor.  The Martz Family stands for family 
readiness, resiliency and a foundation of commitment of duty and sacrifice.    This 
outstanding dual military couple raised 3 children that now serve their nation through 
military service as well.  This military family have pioneered an unprecedented career   
for other military families to follow.  Through their sacrifices, this family has a combined 
total of 13 deployments, combat and peacetime.    
 
3.  The Martz family have never wavered in their commitment and their example of 
resiliency.  Each member gives a spirit of excellence in all that they do and are a back 
bone of discipline and order.   This family truly embodies the spirit of “Men and Women 
of Action.  All 3 children have been taught to lead with their heart and their fist while 
either serving in the shadows or as right-hand men and women.   This says a lot about 
their character, their hearts and their ability to cultivate a family that always shows their 
willingness to serve at all levels.  When you meet any member of the Martz family, you 
will quickly discover that they serve with their entire heart, that they have tenacious 
efforts and will never accept defeat in any countenance.

Environmental Update – John Fronko 


 


• Issue/Event: The PAARNG had a successful NGB External Environmental Audit. In 2021 NGB received 100% 


funding for this audit so more than 55 facilities were assessed at FTIG and across the state by eleven different teams. 


Background: Every 3 years the PAARNG receives an NGB External Environmental Audit. In 2021 NGB was 


100% funded so more 55 facilities at FTIG and across the state were assessed by eleven different teams. 


Next Step: All findings are captured in an NGB database and addressed thru a state corrective action plan. The 


BEM Planning Division manages these findings as part on an ongoing process. No major serious findings were 


discovered during this audit. 


 


✓ Issue/Event: Confined Space PIM needed reviewed and updated so a standardized program for confined space 


identification operation at the BVH would be established. 


Background: PA DMVA OA had created a PIM IAW OSHA and AIPP requirements, but it wasn’t applicable to 


all PA DMVA facilities. In addition to updating the PIM OSHA and AIPP require confined space inventories to 


be prepared, assessed and protocols created for those areas. 


Next Step: Continue to prepare confined space surveys, with the priority on the VA Homes and then provide 


subsequent confined space training for those facilities. 


 


✓ Issue/Event: Perfluoro-octane Sulfonate (PFOS) or fire fighting foam study. 


Background: The NGB has contracted for studies (testing) for the levels of PFOS at ARNG facilities across the 


country that have had PFOS releases over the years. 


Governor Wolf has established a PFOS Action Team to address the issue within the state, BG Regan is the 


DMVA representative. The EPA drinking water action level for PFOS is 70 ppt (parts-per-trillion). 


Next Step: FTIG: Site Investigation completed and accepted by DEP. Waiting funding from NGB to proceed with 


a Remedial Investigation (est. Summer 2022) to further investigate three areas around the airfield. Johnstown: A 


work plan for a Site Investigation is to be contracted by NGB this calendar year. 


✓ Issue/Event: Spotted Lanternfly (SLF) in Pennsylvania. 


Background: The SLF is native to Asia, came to Berks county PA in a shipment of 


landscaping stone from China five years ago. It is considered an invasive pest and 


impacts crops and trees. The Governor has quarantined 13 counties in PA and has asked 


all agencies and citizens to act to control these pests.  


Next Step: SLF management and survey work has been on-going at FTIG and at Readiness Centers in the 


impacted counties. A fact sheet with general guidance and appropriate control methods will be released soon 


across the agency. Please report any SLF sightings to the email address RA-MVMV001@pa.gov (MV, DMVA-

Commonwealth Real Estate Acquisitions – Under consideration and review: 


• Issue/Event: Acceptance of the “Margiotti” FTIG inholding property as a donation to the commonwealth from the 


Ward Burton Wildlife Foundation (WBWF). 


 


Background: The 12.66-acre wooded parcel with a 1388 sq.ft. single family dwelling was acquired using federal 


ACUB funding; However, the Ward Burton Wildlife Foundation have presented the offer to donate the property 


to the Commonwealth of PA.  The SAB has approved conditional acceptance of the property.  DMVA Chief 


Counsel has completed and forwarded a memo to NGB that lays out the specific land acquisition authority for the 


commonwealth for them to determine its adequacy.  On 03/16/2021 a teleconference was held with all affiliated 


parties to discuss acceptable COA’s.  NGB’s general impression is that a donation will be able to proceed; 


however, several details still need to be worked out with regard to the specific conveyance deed language. 


 


Current:   DMVA Chief Counsel is working with NGB counsel and WBWF to resolve the issue of how and to 


whom the required restrictive covenant will be conveyed to ensure that usage of the property remains in 


compliance with federal ACUB requirements. 


 


Next Step:  Once the transaction details have been agreed to by all parties, a new deed can be drafted, executed 


and recorded, legally conveying ownership to the Commonwealth through the SAB.   


 


• Issue/Event: Possible acquisition of the “Raynes” parcel from the current estate’s owners. 


 


Background: DMVA Environmental/ACUB have referred to OFE a potential commonwealth acquisition of a 59-


acre parcel that borders FTIG’s western border.  The parcel contains a portion of the “Horseshoe Trail”, a public 


trail that crosses a large portion of the commonwealth.  An inquiry to Chief Counsels Office revealed that there 


shouldn’t be any undue legal concerns with the commonwealth acquiring part of the trail.  DMVA/OFE has 


spoken to the Executrix of her father’s estate, Ms. Judy Kaiser and explained the commonwealth acquisition 


process. 


 


Current:  After consultation with other family members, Ms. Kaiser stated that it was her deceased father’s wish 


that the property be conveyed to the Manada Conservancy.  A commonwealth acquisition option is being held in 


reserve in case a conservancy transaction cannot be executed for some reason. 


 


Next Step: Dependent on circumstance.  If the conservancy transaction is fully realized, no further action is 


required by DMVA.  Either way, this adjacent property will be protected from further development. 


 


DMVA – Targeted Acquisition Areas 


• Targeted Location Area:  Erie Metropolitan Area  


Status:  Mr. Ferner has instructed that a property scouting trip be organized and scheduled for July to have the 


various DMVA professionals view several possible acquisition sites to determine their suitability and rank them 


according to preference 


• Targeted Location Area:  Philadelphia / Southeastern Pennsylvania  


Status:  Current legislation, SB292, has a line-item allocation for $33,000,000 for the purpose of “acquisition of 


land and or facilities to build or renovate buildings for a new readiness center”.  However, historically, the 







availability of suitable sites with a minimum of fifteen acres that do not suffer from significant negative functional 


or environmental conditions are extremely rare in this area and are seldom seen on the open market.  It may be 


necessary to engage local legislators to assist in identifying possible sites currently owned by the city or local 


municipalities that could be repurposed for PAARNG use. 


DMVA – OFE - Facility Disposals: 


• Issue/Event: West Pittston Reversion to DMVA and Disposal 


 


Update: DGS & PFBC has informed us that their Board of Commissioners voted to return the facility back to 


DMVA on April 10, 2020.  Physical hand-off occurred on May 14th.  DMVA leadership then requested from 


DGS the immediate disposition of the facility through the competitive bidding process. The property appraisal 


was returned with an indicated value of $ 180,000 and a Phase I ESA was completed.  Legislation has been 


approved to dispose of the facility.  DMVA has been approached by West Pittston Borough Council with a 


request for a $1.00 direct conveyance of the facility to them for use in a local flood management project.  On 


02/23/2021 DMVA leadership notified the borough that a $1.00 conveyance is not in compliance of PA statutes, 


and we cannot agree to their proposed terms.  However, DMVA is willing to discuss appropriate compensation in 


order to support their flood mitigation efforts.  Ms. Quinn has acknowledged receipt of DMVA’s response 


Next Step: DMVA senior leadership is currently discussing options with the borough in coordination with the 


Legislative Liaison's office.  If a mutually acceptable agreement can be reached, direct conveyance legislation will 


need to be drafted, approved and enacted. 


 


• Issue/Event: Connellsville FMS Disposal 


 


Update:  The planned relocation of the FMS activities preformed at this location to the new CSMS West site has 


resulted in a preliminary determination of it being surplus to the needs of the military; pending disposal.  The 


middle portion of the site is currently occupied by PennDOT.  Mr. Ferraro has reached out to PennDOT to 


determine their interest in accepting the transfer of the remainder of the site currently occupied by DMVA.  


PennDOT leadership has agreed to the future transfer. 


Next Step: When we are closer to the completion of the new CSMS West, an Interagency Land Transfer MOU 


agreement will be drafted and executed between the two agencies to formalize the transfer. 


 


• Issue/Event: Coraopolis / CSMS West Disposal 


Update: The facility is currently pending disposal due to replacement facility construction.  Due to the lengthy 


disposal / legislative process, preparation is now underway to request the disposal of this facility through DGS.  


The property appraisal was returned with an indicated value of $ 700,000 and the Phase I ESA has now been 


completed. The GSRE-45 that formally requests disposal through DGS has been submitted.  A detailed title 


analysis has been completed by DGS confirming the current legal description.  Mr. Durand has updated that 


Senate Bill 274 has been prepared and is currently working its way through the Pennsylvania legislature for its 


eventual passing. 


Next Step: Once legislation is passed and the new CSMS West facility at the airport is fully constructed, DGS 


will proceed with the disposal through the on-line competitive biding process.  Upon a successful conveyance, the 


proceeds from the sale will be deposited into STAF. 


 


DMVA – Veteran’s Affairs – Facility Disposals: 


• Issue/Event: Hollidaysburg Veterans Home Excess Land Subdivision and Sale 


Background: In compliance with the governor’s office instructions to identify and dispose of excess property no 


longer needed for state operations; DMVA identified two separate tracts at the Hollidaysburg Veterans Home 


that are no longer needed for current or future operations.  The two tracts; one totaling 111.36-acres appraised at 


$1,500,000 and the other totaling 13.63-acres appraised at $280,000 have been professionally surveyed and 







subdivided into separate parcels ready to be sold.  Income derived from this sale will be returned to the PA 


general fund; however, DMVA – OVA will be reimbursed for the expenses relating to preparing these parcels 


for sale. The legislation approving these parcels for disposal through DGS’s eMarketplace competitive bidding 


process has been approved.  However, while preparing the final invitation to bid, DGS realized the need to 


address an expired DGS lease of the electrical sub-station on the property to be conveyed prior to release.  They 


have elected to grant a formal easement in the new deed instead of renewing the previous lease agreement.  


Additional survey work has been completed to detail a new legal description and the agreement has been 


presented to First Energy for review.  Currently waiting for their legal review to proceed. 


 


Next Step: First energy will approve the easement and then DGS will prepare the official invitation to bids for 


release to the general public to begin the sale process.
